Dear Ladies and Gentlemen:

Since earlier this year the DownTown Development Committee, a sub committee of the Parker Chamber of Commerce, has been working towards a comprehensive Sign Program for the Old Town Parker district. With the assistance of Justin Van Landschoot, Jim Anest, Stevan Strain, Rick Bellefeuille, Sam Demander, Steven Parry, Mr. Fred Starr and Tara Moore, we were able to “work through” with Town of Parker consultants the enclosed sign designs for future evaluation and installation by the Town Council. 

We are all very proud of the end results. We are hopeful, since nothing is guaranteed, that over the next three (3) years these sign designs will be approved as to location and installation within the Old Town Parker district. 

The enclosed material is fairly self explanatory. However, a few items do need to be noted for better understanding. First, there are several signs that are not, as of yet, part of the Old Town Parker district signage program. These signs are the future signs to be located at the expansion of the O’Brien Park, Douglas County Library and Performing Arts Center. These important signs, which are expected to be similar in design and scope as the enclosed sign designs, will be installed as part of the improvements of each of these developments. Second, the overall cost of the sign program will be very much dependent on whether or not the Town of Parker determines to add more “LED” signs around Town Hall or other locations. LED signs, though very informative, are also very costly to install. Overall, the proposed Old Town Parker district Signage Program will be between $400,000 and $500,000. over the next few years. The private sector has agreed to donate $150,000. towards the signage program, which donations will be over a three year period, beginning in 2008, and towards the particular sign designs as so indicated. 

Though Sign Program funding is determined on an annual basis, it is our understanding that this November the Town Council will consider the entire sign program, as to approval/disapproval, for immediate and long term installation.
